Reindeer becomes a sultry tango in Don Rodolfo, Vince Guaraldi's Skating from A Charlie 
Brown Christmas is paired with the traditional Carol of the Bells, and even Santa Claus Is 
Coming to Town benefits from a gypsy sound.  A red-hot Sugar Rum Cherry swings The 
Nutcracker into a whole new genre of ballet, and more surprising twists on holiday 
classics will surely make this one event you won’t soon forget. 
 

Led by Paul “Pazzo” Mehling, dubbed the Godfather of American Gypsy Jazz, the 
current Hot Club of San Francisco features the brilliance of violinist Evan Price (one of 
the most respected jazz violinists of his generation), highly sought after rhythm guitar 
players Jeff Magidson and Isabelle Fontaine, supreme jazz floater Clint Baker, plus 
violinist Julian Smedley, and double bassist Sam Rocha.
